Exhibit 9. 
Statutory Requirements. 
Section 99.810 of the Act sets forth nine minimum requirements for information that must be included in any tax increment financing plan. The following is a list of those requirements, followed by citations to the sections of the Plan containing information in compliance with each:
1. A general description of the program to be undertaken to accomplish the objectives of the Plan. (Section II-A)

2. The estimated Redevelopment Project costs. (Section III-A, Exhibit 3)
3. The anticipated sources of funds to pay the costs. (Section III-B, Exhibit 6)
4. Evidence of the commitments to finance the project costs. (Section III-C, Section III-D, Exhibit 5)
5. Anticipated type and term of the sources of funds to pay costs. (Section III-B, Section 6)
6. Anticipated type and terms of the obligations to be issued. (Section III-E)
7. The most recent equalized assessed valuation of the property within the Redevelopment Area which is to be subjected to payments in lieu of taxes and economic activity taxes. (Section III-F)
8. The estimated equalized assessed valuation after redevelopment is completed. (Section III-G, Exhibit 6)
9. The general land uses to apply in the Redevelopment Area. (Section II, Exhibit 2)
In addition, Section 99.810 sets forth certain findings that must be made by the city as a prerequisite to adoption of the Plan. Those required findings are set forth below, along with the sections of the Plan whereby information can be found to support such findings:

1. The redevelopment area on the whole is a blighted area, and has not been subject to growth and development through investment by private enterprise and would not reasonably be anticipated to be developed without the adoption of the redevelopment plan. (Section IV-A)
2. The redevelopment plan conforms to the comprehensive plan for the development of the municipality as a whole. (Section IV-D)
3. The estimated dates, which shall not be more than twenty-three years from the adoption of the ordinance approving a redevelopment project within a redevelopment area, of completion of any redevelopment project and retirement of obligations incurred to finance redevelopment project costs have been stated. (Section III-E, Section IV-E)
4. A plan has been developed for relocation assistance for businesses and residences. (Section IV-F)
5. The Cost-Benefit Analysis must show: (1) impact on the economy of each taxing district if the Plan and Project are not built; (2) impact on the economy of each taxing district if the Plan and Project are built; (3) fiscal impact study on every affected political subdivision; and (4) sufficient information to determine whether the Project as proposed is financially feasible. (Section IV-C, Exhibit 8)
6. The proposed redevelopment plan does not include the initial development or redevelopment of any gambling establishment. (Section II-G)
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
