Third District Infrastructure Planning Forum
Concept: Moderated, by-invitation, district-wide infrastructure planning forum instituted to better coordinate development projects throughout the district – with particular interest paid to PIAC-eligible projects (uninvited public are welcome to attend but are not invited to speak unless public input is called for).
Timeline: Beginning January 18, 2005 the forum would convene the third Wednesday of every other month from 6pm till 8pm (six meetings per year). 

Outcomes: The general intention is to create PIAC-eligible projects that are better coordinated years in advance, enjoy strong partnerships, are heavily leveraged and represent the priorities of the district. Specific deliverables include: annually updated map of district development projects; annually updated map of district assets; contact list for developers active in the district; contact list for subcontractors headquartered in the district; contact list for neighborhood organizations in the district; neighborhood-coordinated PIAC applications; district-wide five year PIAC plan.

Attendees: Neighborhood organization leadership; nonprofit organization leadership; CDC leadership; area chambers of commerce; city planning staff; city parks and recreation staff; city public works staff; city water department staff; EDC staff; PIAC staff; other appropriate city staff; county planning staff; county parks and recreation staff; land trust staff; other appropriate county staff; state economic development staff; state department of transportation staff; appropriate KCMSD staff; other appropriate state staff; and all other appropriate organizational representation as identified by council members and PIAC representatives.
NOTE: This forum is in NO WAY intended to replace regularly schedule PIAC public hearings.
